Project Description: Provide grouted fiberglass fiber reinforced plastic jackets around
the existing concrete columns to protect columns from erosion. Repair underwater
deteriorated concrete of the east wall and under the deck wall. Repair deteriorated
concrete stairs and concrete deck. Restore balustrade and deck lighting.

Project Justification: The North Branch Pumping Station has five (5) 300 cubic feet per
second (cfs) discharge pumps that discharge excess storm water into the river to control
flooding. The high velocity of the water discharged from these pumps has caused severe
erosion around the existing concrete building columns below the water surface. As a
result, concrete column cross sections have eroded more than 20 percent and, in some

cases, up to 50 percent of the original size. Restoration of concrete columns is essential
for the safe serviceability of the building.
