Another Stanley Cup for the Chicago Blackhawks has
led to another round of accolades from the Board of
Commissioners for the Metropolitan Water Reclama-
tion District of Greater Chicago (MWRD).

This was truly a special
group of players and coaches, a team that we as Chica-
goans can all be proud of,” said Blunk. “Blackhawk fans
across the Chicago area have embraced this team, and
we are happy to deliver them a Stanley Cup.”

The resolution included each Blackhawk player and
congratulated the organization on a riveting season.
During the playoff stretch, the Blackhawks eliminated
the Nashville Predators and Minnesota Wild before
defeating the Anaheim Ducks in seven games in the
Western Conference Finals. Despite a depleted group of
defensemen and talented opponents, like the Lightning,
the Blackhawks persevered, said Murray.

“This team has the character of Chicago. They take a blue
collar approach, log many minutes, don't complain, keep
digging and believing in themselves, and in the end, they
kept winning,” Murray said.
