Recovering Resources, Transforming Water

ter from entering sewers.

Green Infrastructure (GI) has become a critical component of 
comprehensive stormwater management, and a skilled work-
force available to perform the installation, inspection, and 
maintenance tasks is now in high demand. 

Expert trainers from the Washington, D.C. area will lead the 
sessions which will culminate with professional GI certifica-
tion through the National Green Infrastructure Certification 
Program (NGICP).   

NGICP represents the standard for national certification of 

green infrastructure construction, inspection, and mainte-
nance workers. This course will prepare participants to dem-
onstrate their competency in the following areas: 

•	 bioretention (rain gardens, bioretention cells, curb ex-
tensions/bulb-outs, bioswales, stormwater planters)

•	 rainwater harvesting (rain barrels and cisterns)
•	 permeable pavements (porous concrete, pervious asphalt 

and permeable pavers)
•	 green roofs and blue roofs
•	 dry wells
•	 stormwater wetlands

The fee for the training and final written exam is $700 ($500 
covers the workshop and $200 covers the exam). Exam results 
will be available within 45 days.
