Collections will take place at the Main Gate House at each of the three Water Reclamation Plants.

'This is the fifth nationally organized prescrip-
tion drug take back day, and the MWRD has

participated in each of them.

“Our wastewater treatment facilities are not
designed to remove pharmaceutical products
it they are poured down a drain or flushed
down a toilet,” said MWRD Executive Di-
rector David St. Pierre. “The chemicals can
work their way into lakes or streams. This spe-
cial collection opportunity gives the commu-
nity an environmentally-friendly opportunity
to properly dispose of expired or unwanted
medications.”
