declined due to habitat loss and 

climate change.

The milkweed plant is an essential part of 

the monarch’s life cycle. The butterflies 

need this plant to lay their eggs, and 

monarch caterpillars eat milkweed leaves. 

The MWRD is partnering with the Illinois 

Monarch Project to help save the 

monarch butterfly from extinction. Please 

join us in this effort by planting these 

milkweed seeds.

PLANTING INSTRUCTIONS: For best 

results, and to speed up the germinating 

process, place the seeds in wet paper 

towels in the refrigerator for 30 days prior 

to planting. Then plant the seeds in a 

sunny place about 8-12” apart in ½” deep 

of moist soil and water them for at least 

two weeks. 
Milkweed takes 3-4 weeks to germinate 

and 60 days until it’s full grown. Plant as 

many seeds as you can; one caterpillar 

will eat 20-25 leaves.
